Units of Study

Unit 1: Launch Unit This is a short intro unit that gives students background information on topics that we will explore in depth in later units. It gives them a chance to get used to the expectations and structure of the class.
Unit 2: Weather Unit During this unit, students will work on informational (non-fiction) text skills. They will learn how to properly conduct research and create a product displaying this information.
