Course Overview:

World History is a “survey” course. We will cover many regions, events and people in our study of world 
history without going into an in-depth study of any one place or time. 
Behavior Policy:  
Students will be asked to correct improper behavior. Failure to do so constitutes “Non-compliance”.  The student will be sent to ISS and the administration and parents notified. Lesser issues will be dealt with by assigning the students to After-School Detention.  
On-Time / Late Work policy:

Most assignments are due at the end of the class period or when called for by the instructor.  Missing assignments will be given the grade of “0” until the work is turned in. Assignments not turned in by the end of a grading period will keep the grade of zero.   Assignments turned in late due to illness, athletics absence or any excused absence can be turned in for full credit when the student returns to school. 
Exams and Quizzes
Exams and quizzes are the best indication of a student’s efforts and progress in this class. Therefore, exams and quizzes cannot be “re-taken” of “corrected” for higher scores.  This mirrors the North Carolina Final Exam, which cannot be re-taken or corrected for higher scores. Students are expected to 1) Study and review nightly for quizzes and exams  2) Make up missed exams ASAP.  Missed exams will  be given the grade of “0” until made up.
Bathroom Pass Policy:

Students should use the restroom before and/or after class; however, all students will be given 4 bathroom passes for emergencies.  At the end of the 9 week grading period, students can turn in unused bathroom passes for credit on selected assignments.  Students can only use their own passes.   Students must present a bathroom pass at the time they wish to leave.  After you have used all of your bathroom passes, do not ask to use the bathroom during class. The answer will be no.    Students who are under a doctor’s care and need to use the bathroom as needed must provide proper documentation to the administration.     
Tardy Policy: Tardy #1: Verbal warning, Tardy #2: Written warning and 1 day After School Detention, Tardy #3, 4, 5 etc.:  Office Referral.
Extra Credit Assignments:  Except for bathrooms passes, there are no extra credit assignments in this class. Every assignment is an opportunity to improve your grade. Make the most out of each exam and assignment. 
Drink/ Snack Policy:

Drinks and vending machine snacks are allowed in my classroom under the following conditions: They may not disturb the classroom routine. No mess should be left behind for the instructor to clean up. The student’s focus in this classroom is learning and working, not eating and drinking.  

Electronic Devices:

Electronic devices, ear buds, head phones etc. are not allowed to be in use at any time during class.  They are not allowed on the student’s desk or on their person where they are visible. Cell phones and other electronic devices need to be placed in the student’s bag for their safekeeping. Cell Phones/devices in use will be collected by the instructor and returned at the end of class. Keep your electronic devices turned OFF and out of sight during class.  Failure to hand over a device when requested will result in the student being sent to ISS and an office referral.
Head Gear:
Head gear –Hats, hoodie tops and bandanas, are not allowed. 
Stay in your seat:
Usually, class activities and announcements will be done a few minutes before the bell rings to dismiss you. REMAIN SITTING IN YOUR SEAT and collect your belongings.  You may leave the class when you hear the bell. Keep electronic devices out of sight until you leave the room.
