We would like to welcome you to the Pre-K classroom here at Sedalia Elementary. This is the beginning of your child’s wonderful start in education. Our goal as parents and teachers are to make sure that this year is a success and give your child the opportunity for your child to grow and learn. The first few weeks of school may seem a little hectic with paper work. My name is Ms. Foster and Mrs. Reid is the teacher assistant is this classroom.
Please make sure that all paper work is returned before the first day of school for your child, so that your child can be enrolled in the system in a timely manner. All students will need a certified birth certificate, proof of address and a copy of their current shots/immunization records to start school. They will also need a physical that has been with in the last year. If your child’s physical has expired, you have thirty (30) days from the start of the school year to turn it in.
-  School starts at 7:20am.  Parents and students can enter the front of the building at 7:20am.  Consistent and on-time is expected.  At 7:45am students are considered late so please stop by the office to get a tardy slip before entering the classroom. Dismissal is at 2:20pm.  Please pick students up by 2:40pm. We will dismiss from the area near the gym.  If you are running late please call the school and let us know. If you need to pick up your child early, please check them out in the front office. 
-  Please sign your child in and out daily in the classroom, REMEMBER--- No one under the age of 18 may drop off or pick up your child. This is for safety.  Please park in the front lot when dropping your student off.  Please enter in through the front doors.  
Only the names listed on your emergency contact form or car rider transportation form can pick up your child. This is for your child’s safety. If there is a change, we must have written verification on that morning or a phone call. When someone is picking up your child, the first time, we will need to see a valid picture ID.
-  We suggest a regular size book bag but it is not required for pre-k.  Blankets are sent home to be washed every Friday and need to be returned on Monday.
-  Pre-K students eat breakfast and lunch in the classroom.  
-  Students will need a child-size towel/blanket for naptime. The blanket or towel should be able to fit in the cubby without hanging out. It does get cold during this time.
-  Please send a 2 change of clothes in a Ziploc bag on your students staggered entry day containing:

- (2) pair of underwear



- (2) pair of socks



- (2) shirts


- (2) pair of pants/shorts 
-  We play outside everyday.  Please dress students in comfortable play clothes and closed-toe shoes for safety.  

-  If your child is sick/fever/vomiting, please keep him/her at home until the child is ready to fully participate in our Pre-K schedule, indoors and outdoors.  When your child is absent from school, write a note/bring a doctor’s note to tell us why your child was absent.
-  We have a “wish list” of items we use for the Pre-K students.  If you are willing to help, please let us know.  We would appreciate any donations for the classroom.

-  Come and visit us often!  We need parents to help!  Parents must report to the front office and get a visitors tag before coming to the classroom.
