 APEH is a semester long class. 

If successful on the National AP Exam in May, you will
earn college credit and saving your parents on some college tuition. 
 The AP Exam is typically paid for by the state of North Carolina. 
 Success on the AP European History Exam in May can earn you required college credit for Western Civilization courses typically required of college freshmen. It is the only AP history course that can replace college credit and will not be elective credit. 
 You will learn strategies & skills that will help you through your other AP classes during high school as well as prepare you for college classes. 

 We focus on differing study skills and notetaking skills (taking notes from reading assignments, class lectures & video assignments). 

 We will learn how to analyze primary and secondary sources.


 We will cover European History from the Medieval Period to the modern era.

 We will learn how to write the LEQ & DBQ essays, which will be on the National AP Exam.
