Textbook- United States History 
Required Materials

1.) The textbook will be used in class with certain assignments, but you will not be assigned a textbook.  There is a checkout process for the textbook if you would like it as an additional source to help you with an assignment at home.   
2.) A three-ring binder with notebook paper.  I want a place you can keep and take your notes in. 

3.) Pencils and pens for the obvious reason.  This is school!

4.) If possible, please try to bring your own set of colored pencils.

5.) A good attitude.  Come willing to learn and work.  If you meet me halfway, we will have no problems in this classroom or successfully getting you through this class.  

Classroom Grading

1.) Tests/Projects-40%

2.) Class work/Quizzes-30%

3.) Homework-20%

4.) Participation-10%

Tests-These will be given after every unit, which typically takes anywhere from 7-10 days depending on the topic and material we are covering.  There are 10-12 tests in this class.  Students may make test corrections no matter what their original grade was.  You must cite the source that you got the correct answer from, whether that is the textbook or my notes.  In addition, there will be a Final Exam that will be given at the end of the semester.  This exam will count as 20% of the student’s final grade.  I am available for tutorial time every morning before school and on most afternoons.  There will also be a few projects throughout the semester that will count as test grades as well.  More detailed information will follow!       

Quizzes-There will be at least one quiz given every week.  Sometimes I will allow students to take open note quizzes.  Hint: Take good notes!

Homework -I will take up homework each night it is given.  Homework is vital to your grade.  I will not give it every night but expect two or three nights a week.  

Participation-I expect you to come to class ready and willing to work everyday.  If you put forth a good effort it will not go unnoticed grade wise. 

Classroom Rules

1.) Respect everyone in the classroom, especially yourself.  Do not talk while others are talking and especially while I am talking.

2.) Raise your hands if you have a question or if you need to leave your seat for a reason, even if it is sharpening your pencil.  

3.) No food or drink please.  I do not mind gum if there is no popping or loud chewing.  I also do not want an art collage under any of my desks.

4.) Tardies are not tolerated.  The school wide tardy policy is listed below.  Read It!!!
Absences

Most of these assignments will also be available on Canvas.  Come talk to me immediately about any work you might have missed.

Incomplete and Late Assignments

All homework is expected to be turned in on time. Late work will only be accepted three days after, the original due date. Each day it is late, 25% is taken off.
All course work will be done independently, unless we are doing group work. Any student found to be cheating will receive a zero on the assignment.

Extra Credit

There will be extra credit opportunities.  You may turn in two newspaper articles per nine weeks for one quiz grade each.  It can deal with local, state, or national news.  You may also do a unit visual for an extra test grade per nine weeks.  I will give you more detail on this later.
