TESTS:  We will have a test at the end of every unit that will be cumulative.  Problems will be similar to the ones you do in class and at home.  There will be a mixture of short answer and multiple-choice.  Partial credit will be awarded where applicable.   

QUIZZES: We will have quizzes throughout the unit that will be similar to the ones we do in class and at home. There will be a mixture of short answer and multiple-choice. 
HOMEWORK:  You will have a homework assignment every night and weekend.  Sometimes you will have a chance to start on it in class and other days you may not.  Homework will be graded in a variety of ways (effort and completeness, accuracy, only grade certain problems) Regardless of the method chosen, homework should be completed to the best of your ability and you must show your work. 

Successful students take homework seriously. Homework is a learning opportunity.   Not doing homework or doing it after the due date is a warning signal that you are getting behind.

· Assignments are due the following day unless otherwise noted. You have time during class to work on your homework. Towards the end of class, students who have worked on their homework and used their time wisely will receive a stamp on their work which means they will be able to receive full credit. Work turned in without a stamp will receive a maximum grade of 1 point less than possible.  Spot checks will be made for homework according to the rubric below.  
  Homework Rubric
10 pts:  SOLUTIONS ARE COMPLETE AND MOSTLY CORRECT. Original problem and diagram copied; all work shown.  All problems attempted.

5 pts:  SOME WORK IS CORRECT, BUT THE STUDENT REACHES AN IMPASSE EARLY.  NO EVIDENCE OF CHAIN OF REASONING.  Many problems not attempted.
0 pts:  WORK IS WRONG, MEANINGLESS.  PROBLEM/DIAGRAM NOT COPIED.  TURNED IN AFTER DUE DATE. WORK COPIED FROM ANOTHER STUDENT. Majority of problems not attempted.  Copying a problem does not mean you have attempted it.

COOPERATIVE LEARNING (partners, groups) – You will work daily with partners and groups. You are expected to actively participate in every activity with partners/groups. You are responsible for your contributions to discussion and work.  As a group you are expected to make sure everyone learns material.  Unless you are taking an assessment or instructed not to, you should always try to ask and answer questions in your group before asking Ms. Adair
