The binder will be checked at the end of each unit. Students will need to date all their work and have it in order. A binder check will be equivalent to one (1) quiz grade.

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Behavioral Expectations:

1.   Be Prompt: Come to class on time and ready to work. If you are tardy for class more than 4 times, you will written up and spend the entire Block in ISS. Students must be in their seats when the bell rings.

Be Prepared: Come to class with all materials necessary to work (binder, homework, and writing utensils). All electronics (including ear phones) should be put away during class. Students will be warned if caught using their cellphones in class. If this continues, the phone will be confiscated and turned into admin for the day.

Be Polite: I expect you to treat everyone with respect. Raise your hand when you want to speak. Refrain from using curse words  and talking when the teacher or another classmate has the floor.

Be Positive: If you cannot say something positive, do not comment. Let’s approach every day with a positive attitude! Attitude can and will influence behavior. 

5. 
Be Productive: Participation is the key to success. Taking advantage of hands-on activities, class discussions, guided practices and applications will better facilitate achievement. 

Consequences: The consequences of breaking any rules are as follows:

 1st infraction: warning 
 2nd infraction:  private conversation in the hall way and parent contact

3rd infraction:  student placement in another class with work completion- student may not return until the work is complete

4th infraction: referral to administration & parent contact

*If student refuses to follow any directions or procedures during consequences, administration will be contacted

10/10 Rule:
Students will not be allowed out of class for the first 10 or last 10 minutes of class. Students are expected to use the bathroom and other business during the passing period.

Students are expected to use the sign in/ out sheet (red clipboard) when leaving the classroom.

If you should leave the classroom without permission then you will be reported and spend the rest of the Block in ISS.

Homework Policy: 

Homework is an integral part of the curriculum. All assignments must be completed and turned in by the due date to receive full credit. Late work (assignments that are not turned in when asked for) will be accepted up to 3 days after it is due, but with a loss of 10% for each day that it is late.  After 3 days a zero “0” will be awarded if the assignment is not turned in.
Reteach/Retest:

If the student scores lower than 60%, a retest is highly encouraged. To retake a test, you must attend tutorial, where student and teacher will review the annotations and test. Upon attending tutorial, the student will take a new test and higher of the 2 scores will be recorded.

Absences:
If student was absent for school, upon returning, check their “absent folder” and collect missed work. Student should then consult their classmates to fill in missing work followed by a tutorial visit to make up missed time.
All missed work should be turned in within 3 days from your missed day. Failure to do so will result in a “zero”.

Phone Policy:

High school students shall comply with the policies and procedures of their own individual high school regarding cell phones and other portable electronic devices. 
All Portable Electronic Devices are to be turned off and placed out of sight before students enter the building and are to remain turned off and out of sight for the entire school day. 
If staff observes any device in use, out whether being used or not, the device will be confiscated for a period of time as described below. Occasions may exist where teachers will permit students to use the electronic devices for educational purposes as outlined in their lesson plan. Headphones will not be worn in the building, except for the cafeteria, whether they are turned on or turned off. 
· 1st Offense: Warning– Parents will be notified by the teacher about the incident. 

· 2nd Offense: 1 day Confiscation– The student’s electronic device will be confiscated and placed in the guidance office. Item will be held for the remainder of the school day during the school day. The item must be released by a parent*. 
· 3rd Offense: 2 Days Confiscation- The student’s electronic device will be confiscated and placed in the guidance office for the remainder of the school day. Item will be held for 2 school days and the student will serve 1 day in ISS. The item must be released by a parent*. 
Offenses in excess of 3 offenses may result in further discipline action.

If the student does not comply with classroom teacher directions regarding confiscation of device, student will be in violation of Rule 6. Noncompliance with Directives from Principals, Teachers and Other School Personnel and will be subject to further disciplinary action. 

Due to communication needs, the electronic device may be released to students at the end of the day with parent communication. For multi-day confiscations the student must return the same phone to the guidance office each day of confiscation and returned at end of day. 

Dress Code:

A student will maintain personal attire and grooming standards that promote safety, health and acceptable standards of social conduct and are not disruptive to the educational environment. This will include student clothing that materially and substantially disrupts classes or other school activities...[Guilford County Schools Student Handbook, 2014]. 


Bathroom Policy:

Students will be allowed 4 passes per quarter. 

Students must sign out on classroom roster and sign in, noting the time.

Students are only allowed to use the restroom in their zone. Using the restroom out of zone will result in loss of passes or additional transition supervision.

Students are encouraged to use the restroom and get water during class changes.

Attendance/ Tardy:


After the bell rings to start class, late students will receive a tardy pass with the lunch detention date provided.  1st and 2nd period tardies will report to lunch detention the day of the tardy. 3rd and 4th period tardies will report the following day.   Students must report to lunch detention 5 minutes after the bell to release students for lunch. If they do not,  they are counted as skipping. Students must stay 15 minutes at which point they are released to the cafeteria which gives them 20 minutes to eat.  Failure to attend lunch detention will result in 3rd Block ISS the following day. Failure to comply with this will result in a full day of ISS. 

· Two tardies in 1 day will result in ISS for the remainder of the day. 

· Every 4th tardy will result in a full day of ISS

Extended Learning Plan (ELP):
This opportunity is provided to students that are in jeopardy of failing at the end the 1st and 3rd quarters of each semester.  An ELP will be given the first 10 days of in the second quarter or first 10 days of the 4th quarter.
· Upon agreement, students will be provided remediation materials prepared by the teacher that might include: work folders, select online assignments in Apex or opportunities for face-to-face instruction targeted at objectives that students have not shown proficiency in through class assignments.
· Content teachers will explicitly detail expectations and materials required for the assigned work in the Contract.

4. At the end of the semester, you will take a post assessment, and this will be compared against your pre-assessment to estimate your growth.
