Tardiness:  It is imperative that you be ON TIME for class each day.  If you are late, a note will be required.  Without a note, the first tardy will receive a warning.  Second tardy, teacher student conference. Third tardy, parents will be contacted.  Third tardy will result in an office referral.

Late Work Policy:  Students should make every effort to present in class and all assignments are expected on their due date.  If a student must be absent, make-up work must be presented within 3 days of student’s return to school.  Students are responsible for checking with me about any missed work.  Missed tests must be made up within 3 days as well.  Tests not made up within the time frame will result in a failing grade on the test.  Late work not associated with an absence will not be accepted past 4 p.m. on the due date.
Homework:  Homework will be assigned on a regular basis.  Completing homework is an integral part of success in this class.  
Classroom Expectations: 

***Students will be expected to follow all classroom procedures.

Cheating:  Under no circumstance will cheating/copying be tolerated.  If caught cheating/copying each student’s work will be taken and discarded.  Each student will receive a “0” for that assignment.  Please produce your own work.  This includes any copying/pasting from the Internet as well. (See student handbook)
Consequences:  Consequences will be based on the severity of the infraction and may include but are not limited to: 1st offense: Warning/Private Conference with student and/or Parent Contact.  2rd offense: Parent/Teacher Conference   3rd offense:  Office Referral.
Technology:   students may handle various technology.  It is imperative that students handle ALL technology with EXTREME care.  A student who damages any technology may be held responsible for the cost of repairs/replacement.
Parent Expectations:
