Course Objective:  
The standards and objectives in the World History course will provide students the opportunity to engage in intensive application of the skills, concepts, processes, and knowledge gained in previous social studies courses and prepare them to be college, career, and civic ready. Despite there being a different overall focus for each subsequent course, students will explore the content through the following lenses: inquiry; behavioral sciences; civics and government; economics; geography; and history. As students develop cognitively, these lenses become more focused based on the grade-level content and disciplinary thinking skills. 

World History is designed to be a historical study of societies, nations, economies, events, and cultures of the many regions of the world, providing historical background for each area and details inclusive of change over time, historical impact, religion, diplomacy, culture practices and beliefs, and economic, political, and social institutions. The course is intended to examine the historical development of the world and global issues and patterns since 1200. The course also explores underlying themes of: power and authority; change and continuity; human-environment interaction; globalization; cultural diffusion; and individual and group identity.

**Major Topics:

Geography of World, Global Empires, Patterns of Trade, Global Connectivity, Expansion and Innovation, Revolutions and Resistance, Impacts of Imperialism (1900 to Present), Modern Peace and Conflict (1900 to Present), Globalization (1900 to Present)

Materials Needed: spiral notebook (with perforated edges), notebook paper, pens/# 2 pencils, colored pencils (for map and creative work). 
Students may want to keep a 3-ring binder (used to organize and maintain school materials) or use two pocket folders to keep handouts. PLEASE, keep ALL handouts, as they may be referenced by assessments. 
***Please note:  Students may only write with pencil or blue/black ink.  NO EXCEPTIONS!
Teacher Expectations:  

· Provide meaningful lessons and activities that help students understand the content we are studying.

· Provide feedback in a timely manner.

· Give extra time (before school) for students who need additional help.

· Give encouragement and support when students show good character and try their best to succeed.
· Help parents help students do their best.
Student Expectations:

· Try and do your BEST every day.  Learning something new can be a challenge…CHALLENGE yourself.

· Handle yourself with pride and integrity and each other with respect.  Your actions are a reflection of your parents/home so HONOR them by being respectful to all.

· ASK QUESTIONS!!!

· Set your expectations for achievement high and follow a homework and study plan.

Tardiness:  It is imperative that you be ON TIME for class each day.  If you are late, a note will be required.  Without a note, the first tardy will receive a warning.  Second tardy, teacher student conference. Third tardy, parents will be contacted.  Third tardy will result in an office referral.

Late Work Policy:  Students should make every effort to present in class and all assignments are expected on their due date.  If a student must be absent, make-up work must be presented within 3 days of student’s return to school.  Students are responsible for checking with me about any missed work.  Missed assessments must be made up within 3 days as well.  Assessments not made up within the time frame will result in a failing grade on the assessment.  Late work: if submitted after class, it is late and points will be deducted in multiples of 10 (e.g., after class/ 1 day -10, 2 days -20, 3 days -30 and so forth.)
Homework:  Homework will be assigned on a regular basis, Monday thru Thursday. No homework on Fridays. Completing homework is an integral part of success in this class. Assessment questions most often come from homework.  Generally, homework includes reading an article and answering 3 to 7 questions. It may also include completion of preparing for special projects. 
Classroom Expectations: 

***Students will be expected to follow all classroom procedures.

Rules and Guidelines:

1. Observe all rules listed in the student handbook.

2. Be on task from start to finish. This means being on time, staying attentive and engaged, with all materials needed, and ready to work.  
3. NO food/drink (except water), or gum chewing is allowed.
4.  Be respectful.  
5. ABSOLUTELY NO cheating/copying/etc. will be tolerated.

6. NO cell phones/electronic devices (including ear/air pods).

Be Prepared Each Day. Know what time class begins and have materials ready to go at the start of class time (i.e., have notebooks open to clean sheet with date, block # and subject, pen / pencil ready and completed homework out. Students are expected to take notes each class.)  

Electronic Devices:  Cell phones/electronic devices are NOT allowed in class.  JUST DON’T DO IT!!!!    Infractions will have the following consequences:  1st offense:  Warning 2nd offense:  Cell phone/electronic device will be taken and returned at the end of class.
Cheating:  Under no circumstance will cheating/copying be tolerated.  Students are expected to complete their own work. Students will acknowledge and sign an honor pledge for each assessment. If caught cheating/copying each student’s work will be taken and discarded.  Each student will receive a “0” for that assignment.  Please produce your own work.  This includes any copying/pasting from the Internet as well. (See student handbook)
Consequences:  Consequences will be based on the severity of the infraction and may include but are not limited to: 1st offense: Warning/Private Conference with student, 2rd offense: Parent/Teacher Conference, 3rd offense:  Office Referral.
Technology:   students may handle various technology.  It is imperative that students handle ALL technology with EXTREME care.  A student who damages any technology may be held responsible for the cost of repairs/replacement.
Parent Expectations:    

· Ask your child about homework.  Homework may be given Monday through Thursday most weeks.
· Be aware of assignments and where your child is on completing them.
· Ask your child to see their completed homework/assignments/etc.
· Contact me if you are noticing your child is struggling.
· Make sure your child spends time studying for tests and quizzes.  All students will be given a study guide for the test a week in advance.
· If there are issues impacting your child’s achievement and you would like to share them with me, please feel free to contact me via email or phone to set up a conference.
Please read carefully and discuss with your child.  If there are any questions, please contact me.  Sign, date, and return.
