Arrival/Dismissal:

The school opens at 7:00 am.  Students will come directly to the classroom to unpack, use the restroom, eat breakfast if needed, and complete their morning work. The tardy bell will ring at 7:25. School will dismiss each day at 2:10 pm.
Absences:
(
If your child misses school for any reason, you will need to send an excuse note the day he/she returns to school in his/her homework folder. 
Behavior: In our classroom I will be using three classroom incentives to encourage positive behavior. The first one is Secret Student of the Day in which a student is selected by the teacher before the school day begins. If the student demonstrates positive behavior and completes their work, they will receive a certificate and/or a small prize at the end of the day from the treasure box. Another positive behavior incentive is the Student’s Punch Card. Each student will have their own punch card with 10 punches. They will receive a punch on their card for positive/good behavior. Once their punch card is filled they will receive a reward for their good behavior. For the entire class we will be working on Filling the Jar with Fuzzies! When the class is working together as a team, following directions, completing work a piece of candy(magnetic) will be placed on the jar. When the class fills the jar by Friday they will receive their chosen reward for their hard work during the week. I also use a daily/weekly behavioral chart in each of the student’s red Stokesdale folder. Students mark smilie, straight, or frownie daily depending on their behavior that day in school.
Breakfast:

Breakfast is served daily in the cafeteria from 7:00-7:25. Students may go to breakfast after coming to the classroom and turning in their homework folder.  If your child will be going to breakfast, please be sure they arrive at 7:00 so they have ample time to eat and return to class to complete morning work.  Breakfast stops being served at 7:25.

Homework Folder:  Your child will have a homework folder that they will bring home every day. This folder will have their homework, any important information, as well as their daily reading log.  I will label the inside pockets Leave Home and Bring Back.  I will guide the students in placing their papers in their folders each day.  Everything that is placed in the side that says “leave home”, please review and keep.  Everything that is placed in the side “bring back”, please complete and return to school.  Your child’s homework and behavior log will be on this 
side.  Please check this folder each night and sign their behavior log.
Homework
(
Homework is a reinforcement of what we learned in class that day/week.  Your child will have homework every night Mon-Thurs.  Homework is due the NEXT day unless stated otherwise.
(
Math: Math homework will consist of a worksheet corresponding to our math lesson for the day.  The math worksheet will be placed in their homework folder each day on the “bring back” side. 
(
Reading: Read for 30 minutes each night with your child.  You will receive a monthly reading log to initial nightly.  Please keep the reading log in your child’s homework folder so I can see their progress.  To help with completing the 30 minutes of reading, I will be sending home leveled/decodable readers from their individual small reading groups on Tuesdays and/or Thursdays.  Your child will have already read these stories in class and are to reread them at home to enhance comprehension and fluency.  Comprehension questions will accompany each story for your child to read and complete a written response independently.  
Lunch/Snack
(
Our lunch time is in the cafeteria.  If you send money with your child, please put the money in a labeled envelope in their homework folder. You can also pay for your child’s lunch online at www.lunchprepay.com.

Our snack time is in the morning due to our lunch time. Please send in a small healthy snack for your child to enjoy!

Water bottles are allowed at our desks throughout the day as long as they are not a distraction.

Our First Grade Newsletter will be sent home on Fridays via email. The first one will go out the first week of school. This newsletter is a great tool to keep you updated on what we are learning in our classroom as well as important dates and events.
