I. Course Information: 

Trade and Industrial Education: Drafting I

This course introduces students to the use of simple and complex graphic tools used to communicate and understand ideas and concepts found in the areas of architecture, manufacturing, engineering, science, and mathematics. Topics include problem-solving strategies, classical representation methods such as sketching, geometric construction techniques, as well as CAD (Computer Aided Design), orthographic projection, and 3-D modeling. Skills in communication, mathematics, science, leadership, and problem-solving are reinforced in this course.

Students are solely responsible for their grades. Your success or failure is dependent on your actions. I will be here to assist you as much as possible, but you must assume the responsibility for your learning. This class is to be taken as serious as any other course. You will be required to think at a higher level “Outside the box.” You will have to be creative at times and always use your imagination.  Most importantly you should always put forth effort and try your hardest.
V. Classroom Expectations/Procedures
Every day you are expected to…
· Enter the classroom quietly and ready to work.
· Bring all needed materials to class. (Pencils, Sketchbook, Assignments, Etc.)
· Sit in your daily assigned seat.  (This may change so check your spot.)
· Begin work on any opening activities such as sketching or quick writes.

· Check for any late or missing assignments when returning from being out.

· Use an inside tone when talking and give the teacher your undivided attention.
· Complete all assignments on time and fully.
· Only leave the classroom one at a time and with permission.

· Ensure NO drafting supplies leave the classroom.

· Keep the classroom clean and orderly.

· Not sleep or put your head down.

· Not copy or duplicate others work.
· Listen and follow all directions.
· Remain on task and quiet when the teacher is out of the room.
· Not disturb others while working or the teacher is talking.
· Respect yourself, other students, and all adults.
· Obey all safety rules.
· Return any borrowed materials at the end of class.

· Work until the bell rings and not loiter at the door.
· Follow all rules and regulations explained in HPCHS student handbook. Ignorance of the rules is not an excuse.
**If these guidelines are not followed the class will not run smoothly and there will be a loss of learning. If you do not meet my expectations appropriate action will be taken such as parental contact, administrative referral, or I.C.**
VI. Quiz Policy
Quizzes may consist of multiple choice, true false, or short answer questions.  Some assignments may be given WITHOUT notice.  Students who are absent on quiz day must make up the quiz within one week of their return.  It is the students’ responsibility to ensure the quiz is made up.  Students will receive a ZERO until the quiz is made up.  
VII. Late Assignments
Late assignments will receive 20% deduction before scoring for completion and accuracy. If the assignment is not turned in within 72 hours after the due date, then it will be graded as a zero.
VIII. Makeup Work
Make up work due to absence is the student’s responsibility, not the teacher’s. Following your return to school, see me as soon as possible to see what was missed and when it is to be completed.
IX. Attendance/Tardiness
Attendance and being on time are important for keeping up with class topics and projects.  Consistently poor attendance can lead to lower grades and a poor learning experience.  To hinder consistent tardiness from becoming a behavior, parent contact, administration referrals, and possible IC time may be utilized.

X. Cell Phones
Learning areas of our school are now cell phone free zones and therefore are prohibited for use in class.  They are a distraction and get students off topic.  If a cell phone is observed being used in class unauthorized and is not immediately surrendered the student will be sent to IC and a parent will be contacted.
XI. Leaving Class and Bathroom Policy
If a student needs to exit the classroom during class time for the bathroom, office, water, etc. they must do the following:  
-Wait for an appropriate time to ask quietly, not during instruction.  
-Only one student is permitted outside of the classroom at once.  
-Return promptly and within an appropriate amount of time, 5-10 minutes.

-Students may not leave the room within the last 10 minutes of class. 
XII. Cheating/Plagiarism
