Course Description:

The goal of this class is to introduce students to more advanced grammar and vocabulary of Latin.  In addition, there will be an emphasis placed on Roman culture and daily life.

Objectives:

To become comfortable with advanced grammatical concepts and common vocabulary (both in the English language and Latin)

To become proficient at translating Latin passages by sight

To become proficient at using a Latin dictionary

To become familiar with Roman customs and ways of life

Tests, Papers, and Projects:
After almost every chapter you will have a short test that focuses on the readings and the grammar/vocabulary.
Quizzes:

You will have quizzes on a regular basis.  It is almost impossible to learn another language without spending some time outside of class studying.  Your quizzes will be both announced and unannounced.  Make sure you study every night.

Writing:

Two to three times a week you will be asked to write a ½-1 page “essay.”  The topics are varied.  I may ask you to write an essay on Latin grammar in comparison to English grammar or I may ask you to write your opinions on a quote from a Lain author.
Class Participation:

Class participation should be the easiest grade you receive in this class.

Homework:

Do it!!!!  You will be assigned homework almost every night.  However, that doesn’t mean that I will check it every day.  Again, this is another easy grade for which everyone should receive full credit. 
Extra credit:

There is only one way to receive extra credit in my class.  You must stay after school and work on Latin “stuff” with me.  The extra credit you receive will be based on the effort you put in during class.  If you are trying to do well but are having difficulties, we will find a way to improve your grade.  However, if you are not turning in homework continually, being disruptive during class, etc the extra credit opportunity will be closed to you.  In addition, I reserve the right to withdraw any extra credit that has been given.  The extra credit is not meant to be a substitute for work you did not do.  I give it to help people who are truly having a difficult time and deserve a better grade.
