Please review the expectations I have for you, as well as the other “things” you need to know, as we begin our semester together. 

Respect yourself and others, act responsibly and commit to doing your best!
· PLEASE refrain from talking during tests, or while I am or any classmate is talking.  Also, please stay in your seat while doing a class activity or until I dismiss you.  Behavior is vital to learning; therefore, disruptive behavior will not be tolerated.  If you are removed from class, you lose the opportunity to receive credit for the assignments of that day and night.

· PLEASE observe all school rules…no hats…no profanity…follow the dress code....etc.  Chewing gum, drinks and food are prohibited.  Also, please recycle unwanted paper and throw all trash in the trash can.

· PLEASE be on time.  Use the restroom, go to your locker, and sharpen pencils before the bell rings.  Also, by one minute past the bell, assignments should be turned in, if noted, and you should be seated and working on your warm-up, pop quiz or whatever is waiting for you that day.  Unexcused tardies will be dealt with according to the school policy. 

· PLEASE bring your notebook, paper, pencils only, and a good attitude to class every day.    
A TI-83/TI-83 Plus/TI-84 calculator will be used quite often.  Many calculators will be available, but if they disappear, no one will use one!  Geometry textbooks are no longer aligned with the state curriculum, however one can be issued upon request.  Your notebook will be vital to success! 

· If you are absent, you are responsible for the work you missed.  YOU need to check your bottom class basket for any worksheets or assignments you may have missed.  You only have three days, upon your return to school, to turn in make-up work or you will receive a zero.  When turning in make-up work, please be sure to date and label the assignment as such.  I will NOT remind you of any missed work.  Unless you are absent more than one day, all tests and quizzes will be taken the day of your return.  All other make-ups quizzes and tests must be completed within 3 days of your return to school or you will receive no credit.
· For sport-related and field trip absences, you are counted as present.  Therefore, if you do not get your assignment prior to that day and have it prepared for the day you return, it will be a zero.  If a test or quiz is scheduled, you may take it early or expect to take it in class on the day of your return. 

· All locker, office and restroom visits should be made before you enter class.  You will be given two passes per quarter.  In the case of an emergency, after you have used your passes, your time must be made up during lunch or after school within 48 hours.  Pass will be distributed and must be maintained by you personally.

· No late assignments will be accepted.
· Maintain a 2 inch 3-ring binder, with four dividers: Unit Daily Problems; Notes/Special Handouts; Classwork/Homework; and Quizzes/Tests.  Please date all of your work.  Unit Daily Problems must be recorded and completed each day.  A portion of the notebook (which will contain tests, quizzes and specific worksheets), will be collected at the end of the each quarter.  Please keep this expectations sheet for reference!

· Assignments will be made daily.  There will be both classwork and homework.  Some work will be checked randomly for completion while other assignments will be turned in and graded for completion and accuracy.  Expect tests and quizzes to be given weekly on both current and review topics.  Be prepared for daily warm-ups and pop quizzes.  Pop quizzes cannot be made-up; they will simply be omitted if you are absent.

· Some assignments and many quizzes will have extra credit problems.  Also, homework passes and other incentives are often given for classwork.  Extra credit is usually given on an in-class basis; it cannot be made-up if you are absent.  I do not give extra credit opportunities on an individual basis.
· To earn full credit on any assignment, quiz or test, work must be clearly shown IN PENCIL and your name and assignment must be on the paper.
· Grades will be posted online weekly and a printout will be given at each interim.  If you access online, please be aware that all homework and classwork assignments checked for completion will be totaled together and inputted only three times per quarter (coinciding with interim reports).  It is your responsibility to complete the assignments given, ask questions and come for assistance when necessary. 
· As this is a high school math course, it is the STUDENT’S responsibility to maintain knowledge of assignments and test dates at all times.  My tutoring schedule will alternate but will be on either Tuesday or Wednesday afternoons and Friday mornings per posted schedule.  Students must maintain their own calendar of times and assignments.
