COURSE SYLLABUS

Course Description:

AP U.S. History is designed to be the equivalent of a two-semester introductory college or university U.S. history course. In AP U.S. History students investigate significant events, individuals, developments, and processes in nine historical periods from approximately 1491 to the present. Students develop and use the same skills, practices, and methods employed by historians: analyzing primary and secondary sources; developing historical arguments; making historical comparisons; and utilizing reasoning about contextualization, causation, and continuity and change over time. The course also provides eight themes that students explore throughout the course in order to make connections among historical developments in different times and places: American and national identity; migration and settlement; politics and power; work, exchange, and technology; America in the world; geography and the environment; and culture and society. While the credit policies of individual schools of higher education vary considerably, the College Entrance Examination Board has established the following guidelines for Advanced Placement:
5 = Extremely well qualified

4 = Well qualified

3 = Qualified

2 = Possibly Qualified

1 = No Recommendation

AP classes are college level classes in a high school setting; they should not be mistaken for high school level classes.  Students choosing to take AP/IB classes are looking for a challenge that they are not necessarily getting from Honors level courses.  Both the expectations and the workload are greater.  Additionally, students are expected to complete all components of assessment for AP and IB evaluation, including IB Internal and External Assessments, IB exams, and AP exams.  

A student can expect their homework to take an average of 30 minutes to 1 hour, per class, to complete. Some classes have the regular homework of studying the material discussed in class and the time required for such homework will depend on the student.  Generally, AP and IB students should expect more: more learning, more work, more writing, more challenges, and more from themselves.

Expectations:

· Come to class regularly.

· Be on time.  A student is considered tardy to class if he/she is not in his/her assigned location when the tardy bell rings.  If a student is late to school and has a written excuse from a parent, the student must first come to the attendance office to get a pass to class.   If a student arrives late to school without a note but it is within five minutes after the final bell rings, the student should report directly to class.  If the student arrives to school ten minutes after the final bell rings without a note, they must report to the attendance office.   



-1st tardy – teacher warning and parent contact



-2nd tardy – teacher-given consequence and parent contact



-3rd tardy – teacher-given consequence and parent contact 



-4th and beyond – administrative referral and parent contact



*The tardy count restarts each quarter.



**Students arriving to class more than ten minutes late without an excused note will be 


considered skipping and subject to disciplinary action

· Come to class prepared.  

· No food or drink in the classroom.  Water is acceptable.

· Cell phones and other electronic devices may not be used during class (unless they are being used for instructional    purposes or with teacher supervision and permission.)

· Remain in your seat unless given permission to move.  

· Be responsible for your learning.

· Respect yourself and each other.

· Visits to the bathroom and water fountain are highly discouraged unless in the case of an emergency. Though there is no penalty for visiting the facilities, you will be required to use your emergency bathroom pass upon visiting either.  
Academic Honesty:

Instances of academic malpractice will be taken very seriously. Malpractice includes the following:

a. Plagiarism

b. Collusion

c. Duplication of work

d. Any other behavior that gains an unfair advantage for a candidate or that affects the results of another candidate

 

If a teacher discovers evidence of student malpractice, they will first discuss the issue with the student.  If evidence of malpractice is found, the following will occur:

First Offense:

1) The parent will be contacted, and a formal administrative write-up will occur.  This write-up will serve as warning and will remain on file as documentation if any other instances of malpractice occur.

2) The teacher, parent, and student will discuss the seriousness of malpractice and the resulting effect on the class grade.  If the student is an IB student (either in Grimsley’s Diploma Programme or as a Grimsley Pre-IB student), the AP/IB Coordinator will be notified and the malpractice will be placed in the student’s file.

3) The student earns a “0” for the assignment. 

 

Second Offense:

1) The parent will be contacted, and a formal administrative write-up will occur.  This write-up will result in disciplinary action.

2) The teacher will notify the AP/IB Coordinator, if applicable. The AP/IB Coordinator will contact the student and his/her parents and decide if the student will be allowed to continue in the IB Diploma Programme at Grimsley High School.

The date of administration of the AP U.S. Exam is Friday, May 6, 2022
Section I — Part A: Multiple Choice | 55 Questions | 55 minutes | 40% of Exam Score

· Questions appear in sets of 2 to 5.

· You’ll be asked to analyze historical texts, interpretations, and evidence.

· Primary and secondary sources, images, graphs, and maps are included.


Section I — Part B: Short Answer | 3 Questions | 40 minutes | 20% of Exam Score

· Analyze historians’ interpretations, historical sources, and propositions about history.

· Questions provide opportunities for you to demonstrate what you know best.

· Some questions include texts, images, graphs, or maps.

· You’ll have a choice between two options for the final required short- answer question, each one focusing on a different time period.


Section II — Part A: Document Based | 1 Question | 60 minutes (includes a 15-minute reading period) | 25% of Exam Score

· Assess written, quantitative, or visual materials as historical evidence.

· Develop an argument supported by an analysis of historical evidence.

· The document-based question will focus on topics from periods 3-8.


Section II — Part B: Long Essay | 1 Question | 40 minutes | 15% of Exam Score

· Explain and analyze significant issues in U.S. history.

· Develop an argument supported by an analysis of historical evidence.

· You’ll select from one of three essay choices, each focusing on the same theme and skill but different time periods:

Preparation for the Exam:

Maintaining pace with the readings, contributing to class discussions, and applying your best effort to the activities is essential to high marks in the class and, consequently, a strong grade on the AP Exam. If you keep in mind that this is a college level course in a high school setting and conduct yourself accordingly, you will do fine. I will hold regular office hours starting the second week of school. If you have any concerns or questions, I welcome you to come and see me. During the last several weeks preceding the AP Exam, we will use a portion of class time to review as well as conduct after school sessions based on student interest
Outside of the Classroom:

 Because of the demands of AP United States History, it will be imperative that students perform outside reading and homework assignments diligently. Self-directed learning will also be expected; students will be responsible for outside learning groups and requesting tutoring when needed.   
Opportunities for Assistance: 
I will begin holding weekly after school tutorial sessions beginning the second week of school, specifically on Wednesdays from 4:45-5:15 p.m.  Which weekday these will be held will be determined after discussions with the students.  The day may vary to reflect both student and teacher schedules.  

Short Answer & Essay Assignments:

Throughout the course, writing tasks are assigned to assess the growth of student knowledge in conjunction with the periodization and thematic developments of the various units of United States History. Given that 55% of the AP Exam is written, students must become adept at writing reasoned, evidence-based essay to expect to do well on the exam.

To Keep in Mind: 
I see it as my responsibility to make this course as close to that of a college level history class. Student engagement enriches the learning experience: questions are both welcome and expected. Effort and reward are reciprocal. The more that you invest in the course, the more you can expect to get out of it.
