CLASS RULES . . .

2. Follow directions the first time you are asked to do something—if you do not understand, ask for help.

3. Follow all school rules. Students must be within the dress code or they will be sent to CHOICES.  Cell phones, ear buds, and other prohibited electronic devices are not permitted unless teacher gives SPECIFIC directions otherwise.  They will be taken if they are being used at inappropriate times or in inappropriate ways. 
4. Keep the aisles clear of backpacks and other possessions—Backpacks are not permitted at the lab stations.

5. NO FOOD, CANDY OR GUM is allowed in the classroom.  (Drinks are allowed in containers with sealable lids.)
6. Create your own work:  Cheating will not be tolerated, and will result in 0’s for both the copier and the student that permitted the copying. 

7. Do your best! Classwork and labs are graded for EFFORT, not just accuracy.  If you get 75% of the answers correct and try ALL questions, you’ll be given full marks for the assignment. 

REQUIRED MATERIALS:

Extra credit for up to THREE of the following:  1 box of tissues or 1 box washable markers or one box colored pencils
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BEING PREPARED AND ON TIME . . . 
· You should arrive to class ​before the bell rings, signifying the beginning of the period.  At that time, you should have your notebook out and be ready for instruction.  If you are late due to your prior class, you should bring a note from that teacher to excuse the tardy. 

· You should always bring your notebook, a writing implement, and homework.   

· All assignments are to be turned into the drawer the day they are due or within the first 5 minutes of class the following day!   When an assignment is turned in late, students will receive a 10% deduction for each day past the due date.  Once an assignment has been graded and returned to students, it will no longer be accepted for credit. 
· If you lose an assignment, you may request a second copy of the assignment by submitting a note to the box explaining which ASSIGNMENTS you require (not just a list of days you were absent).  Mrs. Prince will then give you an extra copy, but you will be charged 10% credit for the inconvenience. 
IF YOU ARE ABSENT. . . 

· YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE for getting the notes from a classmate and finding out the work that was missed—be sure to see the teacher the day that you return to school. If Mrs. Prince says “I owe you…” write down the assignments on a sheet of notebook paper and drop them in the grade box.  You will be given the number of days you were absent to make up the work that was missed.  
· Make-up tests will only be offered after school.  A make up test is expected to be completed BEFORE the next test is handed out.  Piled up make up tests will result in deductions on tests. 
· Any work missed as a result of skipping class (unexcused absence), will not be given credit—assigned a grade of zero (0).  Lack of credit may include but is not limited to the following assignments:  homework, laboratory reports, quizzes, and tests.

POINT GRADING POLICY

· All grades in biology are based on POINTS.

· Ex:  A set of flashcards with 20 cards in it may be worth 20 points.  Turning this in would be a 20/20.   A 5 question quiz may be worth 5 points.  Even if a student misses 3 questions and gets a 2/5…. Their quiz average would be 22/25, because the high point flashcards helped fluff up their quiz grade!
