BEING PREPARED AND ON TIME . . . 
· You should arrive to class ​before the bell rings, signifying the beginning of the period.  At that time, you should have your notebook out and be ready for instruction.  If you are late due to your prior class, you should bring a note from that teacher to excuse the tardy.

· You will be given a marking period grade assessing your classroom participation.  You will get a participation grade every week.  This number comes from nearpod participation, being prepared, taking part in the classroom discussion/lab, and asking questions as needed. 
· Proper behavior is necessary in the lab—be responsible and safe.  Be prepared and wear appropriate clothing; if you are unprepared to participate in a laboratory, a minimum of 10% will be deducted Damage/destruction of equipment will result in a replacement fee.
· Cheating/copying will not be tolerated.  All assignments are expected to be completed by the individual  unless otherwise stated.  If caught cheating/copying, each student’s work will be taken and discarded.  Each student will receive a zero (0) for the assignment.  This goes for both the cheater and the enabler!!  Demonstrate integrity, and produce your own work.
IF YOU ARE ABSENT. . . 

· YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE for getting the notes from a classmate and finding out the work that was missed—be sure to see the teacher the day that you return to school. If Ms. Stiles says “I owe you…” write down the assignments on a sheet of notebook paper and drop them in the grade box.  You will be given the number of days you were absent to make up the work that was missed.  
· Make-up tests will only be offered after school/at learning hub.  A make up test is expected to be completed BEFORE the next test is handed out.  Piled up make up tests will result in deductions on tests.
