[bookmark: _GoBack]Each child has an envelope posted and “compliments” will be written on a slip of paper as they are “caught” being good. Acts of kindness, being a good citizen, etc. In Homework Folders will be a TOKEN board with 10 spaces.  Teachers will initial as they earn a “SPOT”.  You can help your child keep track of their progress.  They can redeem it for a prize as soon as 10 spots are earned.  (any day of the week) Then the sheet will be replaced. Token sheets & compliments will be kept in a binder all year.

CONSEQUENCES:
1st warning

3rd chance “OOPS” card will be sent home for parent to SIGN & RETURN.  Also, will indicate a REQUEST for a parent/teacher conference.
These will also be saved in the BINDER for reference as needed.
