Dear Parents of 4th and 5th grade students,

McLeansville Elementary is proud to be able to offer the Elementary Battle of the Books (BOB) program which is open to fourth and fifth grade students. The aim of the program is to expose students to quality literature from a variety of genres. This team is optional! All team members must maintain an A/B average and cannot have behavior referrals to remain on the team and compete in the BOB Competition.  

The BOB program was designed and is overseen by the North Carolina School Library Media Association and is responsible for choosing the fifteen books that will be read and discussed. Each Monday from 2:30pm-3:30pm, starting in September of next school year (2018-2019) our Battle of the Books team will meet in the media center to discuss the assigned books and participate in activities aimed at deepening the level of understanding of each book.

In January of 2019, twelve students will be chosen (based on points earned) to represent our school at the district competition to be held in March.  After the 12 members have been chosen only the 12 team members will attend the weekly meetings. The competition is a ‘quiz bowl’ style event in which teams from participating elementary schools work together to answer questions about the books on the list. The school team with the most points wins the competition.

Summer is the perfect time to start reading the list of books chosen for the competition. More detailed information will be shared with the students who return the attached interest form.
