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What’s Happening in…
CKLA Skills: During the month of November we will complete Unit 4 and begin Unit 5. Students will continue to learn letter sounds and formations.  They will also continue “tapping out” words by blending the sounds orally and in print. Students will identify parts of a book and the function of each part.
CKLA Listening: In the Plants Domain, students acquire a fundamental understanding of the parts of plants and how they grow. They will learn what plants need to stay alive and will be introduced to the concepts of the life cycle of plants, pollination, and photosynthesis. The Farms Domain will introduce students to several farm animals, as well as, to crops that people grow on farms. Students will learn how farmers meet the needs of farm animals. They will understand the importance of farms as a source of food and other products people use. 
Math: Module 2 focuses on two and three-dimensional shapes.  Students will learn about flat and solid shapes. They will learn how they are related to each other and to shapes in their environment.  They will also begin to use position words when referring to shapes.  Module 3 begins with comparing length, width, capacity and numbers to 10.
