GCS students can now apply to a 
Junior Reserve Officers Training 
Corps (JROTC) program through 
the Guilford County Schools magnet 
application process. JROTC is a 
leadership-based program designed 
to educate high school students 
through leadership roles while 
making them aware of the benefits  
of citizenship.

JROTC combines classroom instruction 
with opportunities to serve the school and 
community, participate in extracurricular 
activities, enjoy social activities and have 
the chance to serve in leadership positions. 
There is no obligation to join the military 
after high school.

All JROTC programs develop cadets’ 
citizenship, character, leadership traits and 
responsibility. Students who participate in 
JROTC have access to college scholarships 
and may earn college credit for completing 
the high school program.

•	� Smith High — Transportation will be provided to students in the Smith High  
attendance zone.

•	� Dudley High — Transportation will be provided to students in the Dudley, Eastern, 
Northern, Andrews and Southern High attendance zones.

•	� Ragsdale High — Transportation will be provided to students in the Ragsdale,  
Northern, Andrews, Southwest and Southern High attendance zones.

Marine JROTC is offered at the following GCS school:  

•	� High Point Central High — Transportation will be provided to students in the  
High Point Central High attendance zone. 

Navy JROTC programs are offered at the following GCS schools:  

•	 �Northeast High — Transportation will be provided to students in the Northeast,  
Eastern and Western a High ttendance zones.

•	� Page High — Transportation will be provided to students in the Page, Northwest  
and Western High attendance zones.
