As you know, it has been nearly one year since the devastating tornado that struck East Greensboro
and heavily damaged three of our schools, including Erwin Montessori. Thanks to a generous
outpouring of financial and volunteer support from our community, we were able to react quickly
to help students and staff adjust to life in a new location.

Since that time, we have been working closely with our insurance provider to determine what
compensation we will receive as a result of the tornado damage. Our plan is for Erwin Montessori
students and staff to remain at the Alamance Elementary location for the 2019-20 and 2020-21
school years. We are hoping to have information about the potentiality of a school facilities’ bond
referendum for November 2020.
