•  eBooks are books that can be read on any 

devices that can access the internet.

•  GCS eBooks can be read on the computer, 
laptop, tablet, smartphone or newer 
generation eReader.

•  These books can be downloaded and read  
on a tablet or mobile device once it is no  
longer online.

HOW TO ACCESS EBOOKS ON THE SCHOOL SHELF

Step 1:  Go to gofollett.com. Fill in North Carolina for location  
and school name.

Step 2: Click “Login” in the upper right corner of the screen.

Step 3:  Enter your child’s login information 
USER NAME: Student ID # 
PASSWORD: Birthday (mm/dd/yyyy)

Parents: Ask your school media specialist for the guest login for your school.

Student logins are connected to their school’s shelf and only have  
age-appropriate content. They can only log into their current school  
eBook shelf.
