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Course description:  In this course, you will continue your study of Latin, the language spoken by the ancient Romans, a diverse group of people who built an empire that encircled the Mediterranean Sea and encompassed most of what we think of today as Europe, the Middle East and northern Africa. The influence of Latin did not come to an end with the eventual collapse of the Roman Empire, however. It continued to be studied, taught and used for more than 1500 years by the greatest scholars, leaders and scientists in western civilization. You are to be congratulated as you continue to participate in this great tradition, stretching back in time more than 2000 years.   

We will begin the year by reviewing Latin I grammar and reading mythological stories. We will continue our study of Latin vocabulary and grammar while we read the twelve labors of Hercules in Latin. Second semester our reading will be about Roman history.
Grammar:  Review-  All 5 declensions, Cases and Uses, 6 Tenses – Active Voice,


1st/2nd declension Adjectives, Pronouns
New: First Semester: Passive Voice, Third Declension Adjectives, participles (and uses), infinitives and indirect statements

Second Semester: Subjunctives and their uses – hortatory, purpose, result, indirect questions, indirect commands, fear clauses, conditions
