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North Carolina Essential Standards:

All of the projects and lessons designed for this Beginning Art I curriculum will meet multiple essential standards.  Each lesson will include visual literacy, contextual relevancy, and critical response.  The broad standards that will be covered include:
1. Communicating and developing literacy within each arts discipline.

2. Thinking creatively and critically, and solving artistic problems

3. Understanding the arts in relation to history, culture, heritage, ideas, and lifelong learning

4. Connecting learning within each arts discipline with other arts, disciplines outside of the arts, the real world, 21st century themes and skills, and to life beyond school whether that be further education, pursuit of an interest, or a career.

Classroom Rules:

Classroom Requirements:

1. Sketchbook- You must have a sketchbook to keep class work, homework, and handouts.  This is to be with you daily.  You are able to leave your sketchbook in the classroom.
2. Art materials- You are required to bring your materials to class everyday.  Materials are available at Michaels, Staples, Hobby Lobby, Target, or Walmart.

Discipline Policy:

Any disruptive behavior, failure to follow school rules/policies, or classroom rules/procedures will result in consequences.

Classroom Procedures:  Entering and Exiting the Classroom:

a. Upon entering the classroom, you must first complete the warm-up in your sketchbook that will be listed on the projector before getting out any materials.  No music during warmups.
b. Tardy Policy- You are tardy if you do not have your entire body inside the classroom when the bell rings.  This does not mean dropping off your belongings and then coming in after the bell.  -5 points per each tardy.
1st: Warning

2nd: Parent contact by teacher
3rd: Detention with classroom teacher
4th: Office referral/ISS/Similar consequences
*Tardies do NOT reset at the quarter.

c. Absences- It is your responsibility to find out what you missed.  This should be done before class begins or after the day’s assignment has begun.  If you miss a demonstration, you may have to come by before or after school to see what you missed.  
· Students must always make up work as requested by the teacher
· Absences 1-3 (per quarter) – students are required to turn in make-up work
· Absences > 4 – students are required to make up time and work
· The principal may waive absences/time in extenuating circumstances

d. Bathroom Procedure: GO BEFORE CLASS!! You have 5 bathroom passes each 9 weeks so take them wisely.  
e. Do not enter the teacher’s desk area.  Do not use supplies that are on the teacher’s desk unless otherwise told.
f. Exit- At the end of class you are to put away all your materials and to clean up after yourself.  
Assessment:

1. Projects- 30% All projects are expected to be done to the best of your ability.  Every student should be able to produce good quality work if he/she puts effort into the piece.  Projects will be graded using the following rubric:

-Preliminary ideas/sketches

-Following directions 

-Meeting the project objectives

-Quality/craftsmanship

-Completion

-Participation/Effort

-Creativity/ideas

-Technique and skills

-Projects are worth more than all other grades since they show that you understand the objectives and material.

-You may rework an assignment if the grade is unsatisfactory.  In addition, if you work at a slower pace, you will be allowed to complete some projects at home in addition to class time.  

2.  Sketchbook- 25% Sketchbooks will be graded every 2 weeks or after a unit unless otherwise told.  I will keep a list posted on the board of the assignment due in the sketchbooks. 

3.  Test/quizzes- 10% Quizzes and tests will be given to assess what you are learning.

4.  Participation/effort/:  10% A behavior grade is given every 3 weeks.  Points will be deducted from this grade for inappropriate behavior in the classroom.  See the list of how points will be deducted on the pervious page.  Points will be added to the grade for exceptional behavior.

5.  Classwork/Homework- 25% Homework will be given when you will benefit from the assignment.
