I. Course Description and Goals

Advanced Placement (AP) Psychology provides an opportunity for secondary school students to pursue and receive credit for college-level course work at the high school level. The AP course is based on the premise that college-level material can be taught successfully to motivated, able, and well-prepared secondary school students. 

The purpose of this course is to introduce students to the systematic and scientific study of the behavior and mental processes of human beings and other animals. Students are exposed to the psychological facts, principles, and phenomena associated with each of the major sub fields within psychology. They also learn about the methods psychologists use in their science and practice. The student will be provided a learning experience equivalent to that obtained in most college introductory psychology courses. 

Many university teachers are excited by the prospect of receiving students educated in psychology. In essence, this course will be a cooperative endeavor that helps high school students complete college-level course work and permits colleges to evaluate, acknowledge, and encourage that accomplishment through the granting of appropriate credit and/or placement. It is hoped that knowledge of psychological inquiry will provide perceptions of the world around us, insights into one's own and other's behavior, and an appreciation of the complexity of human behavior.

III. Expectations for AP Credit in this Course: 

An advanced placement program is rigorous and challenging. It requires good study skills, exemplary class participation, sophistication of thought and expression, critical reading, writing, and thinking skills, self- motivation, self-discipline, and an ability to manage one's time effectively. Though the rewards are many, not all students are ready or able to make the commitment. The following is a list of advanced placement expectations: 

· Completion alone does not guarantee a good grade. 

· Work must be completed on time. Late work may not be accepted. If you are absent on the day of a scheduled test, you may be required to take an alternative test.
· Students are expected to READ the textbook.  All tests will have questions that may not discussed during class but do appear as a part of the reading in the textbook.
· There will be very few extra credit opportunities.

· Cell phone and Laptop use in class will NOT be allowed unless specific permission is given.  All students are required to remove any headphones or earbuds.  Phones must be put away, unless the lesson or activity calls for their use – those times will be announced.  Use of a cell phone or any electronic device during a test or quiz will result in an automatic ZERO for the assignment.
We will only meet for class 71 times (barring any weather-related absences) prior to the AP exam on the afternoon of May 9th.  Attendance and completing the reading outside the class are imperative for academic success.  Please be on time!  Due to the time limitations, we will cover as much material in class as possible, but students will still be responsible for information covered in the textbook and other readings.  Failure to complete readings outside of class, will not prepare the student for in-class tests, nor the AP exam.
IV. AP Exam Description: 

The examination presumes at least one semester of college-level preparation and is representative of such a course. Therefore, the exam is considered appropriate for the measurement of skills and knowledge in the field of introductory psychology. The AP Examination in Psychology is approximately two hours long and includes both a 70-minute multiple-choice section and a 50-minute free-response section (two essays).  The exam will be given Friday, May 16th in the afternoon. 
V. Academic Responsibility: 

Students are expected to abide by ethical standards in preparing and presenting material which demonstrates their level of knowledge, and which is used to determine grades. Such standards are founded on the basic concepts of honesty and integrity.  Copying the work of another student or turning in work that was not your own is unacceptable.   

VI. Necessary Materials: 

Requirements in class every day include a Pen or Pencil and something to write notes on/in.  It is recommended to have a three-ring binder and multiple packs of index cards.

VIII Specific Assessment Practices

Unit Test, Major Projects – 60%

· Projects (Time Permitting) will be counted as a Unit Test

Homework, Classwork, Quizzes – 40%
· Homework will be assigned in Canvas.  There will be between 1 and 3 homework assignments per unit.  Additional work will be given in class – these may or may not be graded.
· Quizzes are both announced and unannounced.  

· Review quizzes: There will be a series of review quizzes near the end of the course in preparation for the AP Exam.
