· Tests

· Homework
Homework will be assigned daily.  Daily check of homework will be assessed by the number of problems ATTEMPTED, not the accuracy of the answers.

They are also expected to review any problems missed on an assignment.  Homework will be collected periodically and checked for accuracy.  Additionally, all homework assignments must be attempted before attending help sessions.
