WORK WITH INTEGRITY

SHOW RESPECT FOR SELF AND OTHERS
My classroom expectations are designed to help our students meet Kiser’s PAWS expectations.  Our class and team incentives will be built around these points.
Expectations

1. Students will take RESPONSIBILITY.  In other words, if you do something nice for a classmate and I praise you, accept the praise.  If you get caught throwing paper but I didn’t catch your friend, don’t tell me you were not throwing paper or that others were also throwing paper; accept the consequences of your actions gracefully.

2. Students will RESPECT THE LEARNING ENVIRONMENT.  In other words, if you are doing anything that is keeping me from teaching or those in class from learning, I will take corrective action.

3. Students will BE ON TIME.  On time means in your seat, ready to work when class begins.

4. Students will Aim for EXCELLENCE by BEING PREPARED.  Prepared means having your three-ring notebook, pencils, paper, homework and a positive attitude at your desk when class begins.

5. PERSONAL BUSINESS WILL BE CONDUCTED OUTSIDE OF CLASS TIME.  All the following I view as personal business; Using the laptop for games or searches not related to school, sleeping, eating, writing notes, talking, doing homework for other classes, putting on makeup, reading books, drawing, combing your hair and any other activity that you decide to do but is not part of class will be stopped.

6. RESPECT will be demonstrated at all times by students and teachers.

7. Students are expected to GIVE THEIR BEST EFFORT regardless of the activity or assignment. You must try.  I do not accept the answer “I don’t know” or “This is too hard for me.”

8. STUDENTS WILL RECORD THEIR HOMEWORK and other assignments. Students will write their assignments down in the planner.
9. KISER POLICIES will be followed with regard to Standard Mode of Dress.  Cell phones, coats with hoods and book bags are not allowed; I will take these.  Coats and book bags will be returned at the end of the day.  Phones will be taken to the office and locked in the vault.  Your parent will need to pick them up.

First Five Minute Procedures
1. Enter the room and go directly to your assigned seat. As you move, look for instructions.  These may be on a sign near the door, on the board, screen or your desk.

2. Get out necessary materials. This includes sharpening pencils.
3. Record your assignments.

4. Begin working.

Last Five Minute Procedures
These are of course the final five minutes of the class.  During that time, you will do the following in this order.

1. Place all papers in the correct place in your notebook.  
2. Ask any last-minute questions and participate in the wrap up.

3. Put away any materials that you borrowed.

4. Wait to be dismissed from your seat.

Learning Time Classroom Procedures

1. When the class is in a lecture format or a class discussion format you must raise your hand to speak.  Do not blurt out your thoughts.

2. You are to remain at your desk during the class.  On occasion, you may need something.  Please use hand-signals (posted) and receive permission before you move.
3. When working in groups, stay with your group and do not talk with members of other groups.

4. Sometimes it is necessary for us to move through the halls as a class.  We will always do this in a single file line and without talking.
Bathroom Policy

Our team wants you to be comfortable and ready to learn but we also need you in class.  Here is our team policy on bathroom visits.

During AA and First Core up to 8:25-Anytime with a pass.  

Second Core-Not allowed.  You need to plan to make a bathroom visit in the morning.

Third Core/Lunch-We will go to lunch with in twenty minutes of starting third core so you may go on the way to lunch or during lunch. You may not go on the way back from lunch or at any other time during third core.

Fourth Core-Each class will have an assigned bathroom time so all students will have the opportunity to visit the restroom before Encore classes.
Other Procedures
1. When absent, make sure you receive your missed work.  You are responsible for completing the make-up work and turning it in within three days. You may be exempt from some Labs. If you missed only the day of the Quiz/Test, you should be prepared to make it up upon return.
2. At the end of class, deposit trash in the trash can nearest your seat.  Do not leave your seat during class to visit the trash can.

3. Fire drills, we will exit the doors nearest the bathrooms.  We will exit the doors near the gym classrooms (near carpool line).  We will be silent the entire time.

4. Tornado drills, we will remain in the classroom, kneel, and face the wall. We will be silent.

As the year progresses, we may change some of these procedures if I believe it will make student more successful.
