· In class, I expect five simple things.  Students should:

· Participate and speak French!

· Bring all materials to class.

· Arrive on time.

· Store all cell phones, ipods, mp3 players, etc.
· Communicate respectfully.
· Abide by all school and Guilford County rules.

· This class is designed to introduce students to French and the cultures of the francophone world.  Students will learn to communicate on a basic level through grammar study, listening and reading comprehension and dialogue.
· Materials: I suggest that all students keep a binder for this class

· Testing: We will not have “tests”. I will be regularly assessing competency in the forms of listening, reading, writing, speaking and vocabulary. 
· Absences and make-up

1) Remember that you are allowed 3 absences for any class.  The fourth absence and beyond, you will receive a 59 (F) for the quarter.

2) If you are absent, when you return, please check with me on any work or handouts you may have missed.  You have three days to complete missed work. It is your responsibility to set up a time with me to make up tests or quizzes that were missed within 3 days. I will not chase after you for missing work or make-up tests.
3) All assignments, be it homework, orals, compositions, projects, due on the day you were absent are due on the day you return.

4) Late work: First day – 15, each subsequent day, an additional -5, after 10 day, work not accepted and the grade will be recorded as a zero.
5) If you are unhappy with a grade, you have the option to redo the task within three (3) days of receiving your original grade. 
Classroom procedures
· Assessments: During assessments, all materials must be off the desk, on the floor.  I do not offer re-tests, so be prepared!
· Tidiness: Always leave the classroom better than the way you found it. We will spend the last minute of every class straightening the room.
· Bathroom: Each student will get two tickets per quarter to use to go to the bathroom or get water. Use them wisely!
· Electronics: Cell phones will sometimes be used in class, but when they are used for instruction, I expect them to be out of sight.  I will take phones that are being used for non-instructional purposes that the student may retrieve at the end of the day. You may not charge cell phones in my room.
