In class, I expect five simple things.  Students should:

This class is designed to further perfect communication in French through a study of social issues, literature, grammar and current events.  We will continue to develop speaking, listening, reading and writing skills throughout the course. Materials: I recommend that every student keep a binder for this class to store notes and information.  
Test day –  I will regularly assess competency in the areas of speaking, listening, reading, writing and vocabulary throughout each month. There are no “tests”, just skill assessments.
Absences and make-up

1)
Remember that you are allowed 3 absences per quarter for any class.  The fourth absence and beyond, will result in a 59 (F) for the quarter.

If you are absent, when you return, please check with me on any work or handouts you may have missed.  You have 3 days to complete missed work.

It is your responsibility to set up a time with me to make up assessments that were missed within 3 days.  I will not chase after you for assignments.
4)
All assignments, be it homework, orals, compositions, projects, due on the day you were absent are due on the day you return.

5)
If you forgot or missed an assignment you will have ten (3) days to make up that assignment. The first day, you will lose 15 points, and 5 points each subsequent day. If that assignment is not made up, the work will remain ungraded which is the equivalent of a zero. NO EXCEPTIONS.  This applies to make up work from absences as well as daily assignments.
6) If you are not satisfied with a grade, you have the option to redo the assignment or the equivalent of that assignment within three (3) school days at my convenience.
