CLASS EXPECTATIONS
1)  All food and drinks are to be finished BEFORE entering the room.

2) Water is the only drink that is allowed during class.  Please bring water in a covered container.
3) No gum or candy at any time, unless given special permission by Mrs. Brotherton (i.e. a cough drop for a sore throat).

4) All students will be seated with their required materials in hand WHEN THE BELL RINGS.

5) Students will sit quietly for roll and announcements.

6) Students will show respect for Mrs. Brotherton, their fellow class members, and themselves at all times.

7) Students will keep classroom clean and tidy at all times, picking up any trash that is on the floor before leaving the room.

8) Students will maintain clean music cubbies at all times.  Cubbies are not for food or clothing items.

9) When students are ill, they must still sit quietly and follow along in the musical store, making necessary score markings in pencil.

10) Homework for other classes may not be done during choir rehearsals.  

11) Students will remain QUIET and FOCUSED on our work during rehearsal, maintaining professional rehearsal demeanor.

12) Cell phones/texting are not permitted at any time.
13) Students will remain at their seats (either standing or sitting) throughout the rehearsal.  Students will not walk around the classroom without permission.
14) Students will sign out using the sign out sheet provided on the classroom door.  Students will take the hall pass when they leave the classroom.  Only one student may leave the room at a time.
15) Students will have PENCILS in class each day, ready to use.  All instructions given by Mrs. Brotherton will immediately be written into the student’s music IN PENCIL.

16) Students will raise their hand and wait to be called on if they have a question or comment.

17) Students will maintain a positive attitude, and be supportive of all members of their choral family at all times.

18) Concert call time is 6:00 pm.  Students must be on time for pre-concert preparation.

19) Students are required to give 100% of their best participation effort at ALL TIMES.
