Academic News:

Our second graders love to read. They have enjoyed reading different genres and authors this year. When reading with your child, have them identify character traits, setting, plot and main idea.  They also enjoy comparing 

information and identifying facts and opinions. Interacting with the text and asking questions helps improve their comprehension. 

In Language Arts, we are learning about early immigration and where immigrants settled in the USA. We will learn about the traditions and customs immigrants brought with them. We will continue to write informative paragraphs and reports. We will also work on narrative writing. We are reviewing phonics we have learned in second grade.
In Math, we are learning to count money, including how to make change for $1. We will learn how to tell time to five minute intervals. We will also work on geometric shapes and fractions.
