COURSE DESCRIPTION:

 This course emphasizes the skills necessary in the diesel equipment and transportation technology industry. Specific instruction is given in the troubleshooting and repair of diesel engines, electrical components and troubleshooting, brake systems, suspension, preventative maintenance in trucks, buses and stationary equipment. Instruction will be given using text books, task sheets, computer software programs, videos, lectures and hands on demonstration and assigned task.

Emergency Procedures:

Tornado Drill-
Proceed in an orderly fashion to the locker cove next to Automotive Technology. Sit on floor, remain quiet and wait for further instructions.

Fire Drill-
Shop area: Close all doors proceed out back door to grassy area behind Collision Repair building. Stay together and listen for further instructions. Classroom: Down steps to outside bus parking area and remain on sidewalk till further instructions are given. 
Lock Down- 

In Lab area:  Shut and lock all doors and gates. Move to engine room, remain quiet, and sit on floor in front of lab. Wait for further instructions.

Classroom area: Move quietly to area by smart board in front of classroom, sit on floor and remain quiet. Wait for further instructions.

Shop Rules:
